Scarf Exchange

The 2021 29" International Scarf Exchange was hosted by a consortium
of spinners and weavers groups from the Shoalhaven area on the south
coast of NSW, with the theme of ‘Coastal’. All 139 entries are now on
display online. Go to: internationalscarfexchange2021 - International
Scarf Exchange 2021 on-line exhibition (google.com)

This is how it works: Each participant sends 150g of fibre to the host
group, to be randomly distributed to another participant to be spun,
woven, knitted, crocheted, felted or otherwise transformed into a scarf,
hat, wrap, mittens, or socks (extra fibre can be added if required).

The finished items are all sent back to the host, displayed (online and/or

in real life) and redistributed back to the person who sent the original
fibre.

Think you’d like to take part? You can now register for the 30™
International Scarf Exchange, which will be hosted by the Shepparton
and District Handweavers and Spinners Guild. The theme for 2022 is
‘Let’s brighten up winter!’.
